How Do | Enter My Kid In A USA Meet?
Get a meet form on the pool deck or by email (we send them
out each month). Pick the events you want your child to
swim. Get a Meet Card from the team file box or download
one from the Splash website. Fill out the meet card then place
it in the cash box along with your check made payable to
Splash Aquatics. This needs to be done before the entry
deadline on the meet form. The coaches will electronically
enter your swimmer once they have received the above
information. On the Splash web site we have a FAQ’s section
that is very helpful to many of our newer parents.
